POL—Presentation of Learning

Choose one assignment from your folder.  Evaluate that assignment's impact on your learning by answering the following three questions introspectively.  You do not have to choose a major assignment.

1. Describe the assignment.  What were you required to do?  What was your process for completing the assignment?  (1 or 2 paragraphs)

2. Why is your accomplishment of the assignment important/significant?  In other words, what is the purpose of having completed the assignment? (1 paragraph)

Examples:  
I had never annotated before…



It was my first time to question a text?



I had never used the Socratic questions before…



It was important to use the peer editing information…

3. How has this assignment impacted your learning?  What did you learn either from the process of completing the assignment or from the content of the assignment? (1 or 2 paragraphs)

Examples:  
I now know how to read critically by analyzing a text



through annotation and/or say, mean, matter…



I now understand the importance of revising my writing.  I 



see how important it is to give and receive feedback…

I now know how to write a literary analysis…

I now understand the purpose of diction and tone in writing…

I now understand the meaning of ethics and the golden rule…

I can now see the purpose of the "7 Habits" and how 

they impact my daily life…

Remember that this is a metacognitive reflection. Metacognitive means "thinking about your thinking."  You are making connections between what you've done in class and how it has impacted your learning.  These types of reflections are important for your portfolio to be complete.
